We visited Muir Woods, Mount Tamalpais and the 
Marin Headlands. We could not have hoped for better 
weather. We had a picnic lunch at Mount Tamalpais 
and most of our group went out to the self guided 
Verna-Dunshee Trail, near the Mount Tamalpais Visi-
tors Center. The views from the trail of the whole San 
Francisco Bay Area were spectacular!  
On Saturday, we went to The Marin Headlands. We 
had scheduled a special tour of the Nike Missile Site. A 
volunteer, Jeff, led our tour. There were other volun-
teers working on the site. With the three of them regal-
ing us with facts and stories, we had a marvelous tour. 
They raised a Nike missile to firing position, we rode, 
with the missile down into the missile storage area and 
got an excellent explanation of the steps involved in 
firing a missile.  

Just north of San Fran-
cisco's Golden Gate is 
Mount Tamalpais. It has 
redwood groves and oak 
woodlands with a spectacu-
lar view from the 2,571-foot 
peak. With its spectacular 
views of virtually the entire 
San Francisco Bay Area, 
the Verna Dunshee Trail is 
the crown jewel of Mount 
Tamalpais. It is also the 
crown: Forged in 1896, this 
lovely path traces a three-
quarter-mile circle around 
the east peak of Marin 
County’s signature moun-
tain. Named for a founding 
member of the Marin Con-
servation League, the 
Verna Dunshee had always 
been level and an easy 
walk for most visitors, even 
the most casual hikers. 
From this breathtaking spot 
you can see practically all 
the Bay Area’s landmarks, 
from San Francisco’s 
Transamerica Pyramid to 
Mount Diablo in the East

Our first destination was the 
Getty Villa. This museum � ���
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day off to the Adamson House in 
Malibu.  The exquisite Spanish-
style house is listed on the Na-
tional Register of Historic Places. 
It was built in 1930 for the daugh-
ter of Frederick and May Rindge, 
who owned a massive chunk of 
Malibu at the turn of the century. 
Above all else, the home is a 
treasure trove of tile-work that is 
incorporated almost everywhere 
in the house, from the fountains 
to the dog shower. Following our 
tour we traveled to the Will 
Rogers Ranch where we had a 
picnic lunch by the polo fields. 
We then saw a film on Will 
Rogers’s life. The ranch was the 
place where Will Rogers could 
relax with his family and friends, 
pursuing his favorite pastimes of 
riding and roping. At his untimely 
death in a plane crash in 1935, 
Will Rogers' ranch consisted of a 
31-room ranch house, a stable, 
corrals, riding ring, roping arena, 
polo field, golf course, and hiking 
trails. When his widow, Betty, 
died in 1944, 
the ranch be-
came a state 
park.
